3. James D. Bales: “It is my conviction that the basic way to have meaningful worship is to start

with a closer walk with God during the week. If we have been living with God, we shall be
near Him in the assembly.”

4. Worship: a natural extension of a spiritual person.
5. Is corporate worship an extension of or a contradiction and intrusion into the rest of the

week?
6. Seven days versus one hour?
7. Formulas: Daily spiritual living plus corporate worship equals fulfillment. Daily worldly

living plus corporate worship equals what?
